WEXFORD COUNTY HOSPI TAL. 

The County Manager in formed the Comnittee that r ecent1 y he h3d 

discussi ons wi t h the Secre t ary and other offic.icils of the Department 

of Health with regard to certain di ffi culties 'rlhich had arisen in 

connection with the Medical Sec t ion of t he County Hospital. The 

Medical beds had been transferred to Brownswood as an interim measure 

to allow s pace in the existing Hos pi t a l i n Wexford to provide improved 

outpatients and X-Ray Departments o 

The intention i n the Policy ori gi na ll y framed was that the Medical 

beds would be moved back to Wexford to t he Ol d Hos p"ltal as soon aft the 

proposed new Surgical Unit of 70 beds had been provi ded , which was t hen 

expected to be for a period of no more then 4 or 5 yea r s . As a result 

of the still undecided policy about the SurgiGal HospitalJ after the 

Fitzgerald Report, the situation needed recon~ideration in relation to 

the Medical Hospital. It was not poss ib l e to give recommendees for the 

office of County Phys i cian any i ndicati on as to what t he future of this 

Hospi ta 1 woul d be and three had a 1 ready tu r ned down th" ,..lost after be; ng 

recommended for appointment.
