On the proposal of Councillor J. Walsh, seconded by 
Councillor J. Curtis, the minutes of the meeting held on the 
5th October, 1990 were adopted and signed by the Chairman. 

Deputation: 

Mrs. June Harpur, Mr. John Colfer and Mr. Peter Hayes, 
Residents of Kiltrea/Bannow attended the meeting in 
deputation. The deputation requested that the County Council 
carry out road improvement works on the Green Road and the 
Haggard Road in the Kiltrea/Bannow area. The Residents 
claimed that little or no work had been carried out on these 
roads for many years and they indicated that repairs were now 
most necessary and urgent. The deputation then withdrew from 
the meeting having been thanked by the Chairman for 
attending.

Following a discussion on the requests of the 
deputation, it was agreed that a costing on the carrying out 
of repairs on the Green Road and the Haggard Road be prepared 
for the next meeting of the District Committee when the 
matter will be given further consideration. 

Planning Reports: 

A list of the applications for planning permission which 
h a d been refused since the last meeting of the Committee were 
circulated and discussed. The Committee were also advised of 
a number of planning applications of interest, presently with 
t he Council and awaiting determination. 

The Committee noted in particular an application made by 
the Proprietors of The Horse and Hound, Ballinaboola for a 
t e n-bedroomed wing adjoining the existing premises, the 
acce ss and exit proposed through an existing gateway fronting 
the national primary route. During a discussion on this 
matter, Mrs. R. Nixon, Senior Executive Planning informed the 
meeting that the access and exit proposed for the development 
would result in heavy vehicular traffic having to cross the 
national primary route in order to turn and manoeuvre which 
would be extremely hazardous and dangerous. Arising from a 
discussion on this matter, the Committee recommended that the 
installation of traffic route lighting and the introduction 
o f a speed limit at Ballinaboola be considered with a view to 
improving road safety in the area. 

It was agreed to hold the next meeting of the District 
Committee in the Horse and Hound, Ballinaboola, when this 
application could then be further considered.
